Parts Included in Kit
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Before You Begin 
Follow these steps prior to assembling the þoor or wall stand.

1	 Place the frame on the ground with the  
L Bracket facing up.

2	 Loosen the 4 screws on the right and left 
side of the frame.

3	 Place the board on the frame and move the 
lower part of the frame to the same height 
as the board.

4	 Conýrm the size and tighten the 4 screws.
5	 Remove the board from the frame.	

Adjust the Frame to the Board 
Adjust the stand frame to the size of the Board 
before attaching it to the stand. 

By default, the frame is set to 85 inches wide.

1	 Remove bracket from stand.
2 	 Locate and match the holes in the 

projector with the holes in the bracket. 
3 	 Determine which holes best align with 

the center of the projector lens and the 
projector arm that supports the projector.

4 	 Tighten all bolts and screws until snug, 
but not completely tight.

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Securing the Base Plates into the Floor

1	 Attach the plates 95mm from the rear edge of the wall, 
and with a distance of 1150mm between the plates.

2	 Dry ýt the pillars and brace to make sure they are 
centered and in the correct position on the plates. 
Remove the stand.

3	 Screw the bolts into the þoor along with the screw 
anchors and the washers.

In some instances, you may want to secure the Wall stand to the þoor. Only do this if your 
building speciýcations allow it.

Assembling Interwrite AdjustIt 

AdjustIt Wall Mounted Board

Complete the following steps to assemble the Interwrite AdjustIt Wall Mounted Stand.

Mounting the Wall Brackets
1	 Screw the four brackets into the stand 

pillars, but do not tighten them.
2	 Dry ýt the pillars against the target wall, 

using a level. Mark the location of the four 
wall bracket holes on the wall.

	 If you secured the þoor plates, make sure to  
ýt the pillars over the plates, using the pillar 
guides as a guideline.

3	 Put the pillars down on the ground and remove the wall brackets. 
4	 Drill the holes for the brackets into the wall.
5	 Secure the brackets into the marked location using the appropriate mounting 

screws for your wall, making sure the long arm of the bracket is facing out.

Mounting the Pillars to the Wall 
1	 If you secured the þoor plates, make sure 

to ýt the pillars over the plates, using the 
Pillar Guides as a guideline.

2	 If you did NOT secure the þoor plates, 
place the þoor plates on the ground where 
the stand will be place with the guides 
facing up. Set the pillars on the base plate 
using the guides to ýt into the pillars.

3	 Fit the pillars 
into the wall 
brackets, 
using a level 
to ensure they 
are correctly 
oriented. 

4	 Fasten the 
pillars to the 4 
brackets using 
the self-drilling 
8x70 mm 
screws and 
the 10x50mm 
screw 
anchors.

1	 Lay the pillars and brace on the ground.
2	 Remove the safety ties from the counterweights. 

The ties protect the stand during shipping.
3	 Allow the counterweights to slide into their ýnal 

position within the pillars.

3	 Adjust the frame to a convenient 
height and lock in place using 
the Frame Lock.

Mounting the Arm Bracket 
The projector arm consists of two pieces. The Arm Bracket that ýts into the stand, and the Projector 
Arm where the projector is mounted. This section explains how to install the Arm Bracket.

1	 Separate the two parts of the arm. 
2	 Thread the VGA cable and the power 

cable through the Arm Bracket. The 
projector connectors go through the  
the curved end. The power connectors 
go through the straight end.

3	 Insert the Arm Bracket with the 
straight side through the guides on the 
frame.

4	 Fix the Arm Bracket with two 
M10x20mm screws.

Set Arm Bracket to the Correct Projector Orientation

1	 Determine the best projector holder 
orientation for your projector. The arm can 
be used in either direction, depending on 
the throw distance required.

2	 Slide the Projector Arm into the Arm 
Bracket, threading the VGA and power 
cables through it.

3	 Move the Projector Arm back and forth to 
adjust for the projector view. Use the knob 
to keep the arm stable.

2	 Adjust the projector accordingly so it will 
display correctly onto the Interwrite Board.

Adjust Plastic End Caps on Both Side of Pillars

1	 Adjust both plastic caps at the 
end of both pillars using a 19 mm 
wrench. 

2	 Make sure both caps are adjusted 
to the same tension and are even.

Plastic Cap/Brake Stop

Setting the plastic caps evenly is advised 
and will ensure longer adjustable stand 
life.

Bolt to adjust
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The Interwrite Board has four markers, one at each corner, indicating the borders of the active sur-
face area. The Interwrite Pen will only work within those parameters.

Switch your projector on and project the screen image onto the board.

Position the image and adjust the size so the image falls within the markers, just as you would for 
a normal projection screen.

Adjusting the Projector

Framing the Image onto the Screen

Most projectors have a framing control that may require adjusting manually. Additionally, many 
projectors have an auto image feature, which will automatically adjust the image size and match 
the display to your computer graphics card. This is to ensure the screen image is not clipped at 
the top, bottom, or sides. Consult your Projector manual if you are not familiar with this control 
feature.

Working with the Projector
The projector needs to be adjusted in three dimensions - up/down, right/left, and high/low. The  
settings inþuence each other. Adapt the settings accordingly. Set up your projector and connect to 
your computer according to the instructions supplied with those components.

1	 The lens of the projector should be centered 
below the projector arm.

2	 Turn on the projector and set the appropriate 
projection mode.

3	 Set all projector settings to manual and/or the 
factory settings

4	 The size of the projected picture depends on the 
distance to the board.
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Moving the Board Using the Handle

The handle provides you with a means to move the board to the correct height. 

1	 Press and hold the Release Button.
2	 Rotate the Handle to unlock the 

mechanism.
3 	 Hold the Handle and push up or down 

to move the board to the location you 
require.

4	 Rotate the handle back into the locked 
position and stop pressing the release 
button to lock.
